We thank you for the
many gifts bestowed upon your servant,
Blessed Frances Schervier, who gave her all to
poor, suffering humanity through works of
charity to heal Your wounds.

From childhood, Frances Schervier had
tender compassion and active charity
toward the poor and the suffering. She had
a great love of God, which was evident in
her constant dedication to the needs of
others.

These two desires led her to found a
religious Congregation, the Franciscan
Sisters of the Poor, who heal the wounds of
Christ by undertaking works of charity
toward the suffering and most vulnerable in
the United States, Italy, Brazil, Senegal and
the Philippines. Frances died in her native
Aachen, Germany, on December 14, 1876.

Numerous favors have been granted through
her intercession. Frances Schervier was beatified
on April 28, 1974, by Pope Paul VI and the Cause
of her Canonization is proceeding.
